Generally, in order to understand why so
many Haitians emigrate from their home country, and to understand Danticat’s allusions to incidents
of the past, some information about Haiti’s history might be helpful. Moreover, the impact of the
immigrant experience on Danticat’s life will be pointed out by giving some information about her
biographical background.
