And in so doing, John Gray's work may provide an example
of how on the edge of greater chasms, we may still presume to tell stories and to feel, in telling
them, that they are permitted to tell us something about our experience--and ourselves. Professor
McCormack traces the development of Gray's life and writings in her introductory essay. She
prefaces each selection with a useful headnote. Her extensive notes to the prose clarify topical
allusions and make Gray's work accessible to a wide audience.
