IMPROVISATION STRATEGIES ON “ON GREEN DOLPHIN STREET”

UNDERSTANDING THE “ON GREEN DOLPHIN STREET” LEAD SHEET IN Eg

THe “ON GREEN DOLPHIN STREET” LEAD SHEET IN EB REPRESENTS A TRANSPOSED VERSION OF THE CLASSIC JAZZ STANDARD,
SUITABLE FOR EB INSTRUMENTS SUCH AS ALTO SAXOPHONE AND BARITONE SAXOPHONE. LEAD SHEETS PROVIDE THE MELODY LINE
AND CHORD SYMBOLS, SERVING AS THE FOUNDATIONAL BLUEPRINT FOR PERFORMERS. THIS FORMAT ALLOWS MUSICIANS TO
INTERPRET THE SONG WITH FLEXIBILITY, FOCUSING ON MELODIC PHRASING AND HARMONIC CONTEXT. THE LEAD SHEET IN EB
ENSURES THAT HORN PLAYERS CAN READ AND PERFORM THE TUNE COMFORTABLY WITHIN THEIR INSTRUMENT’S NATURAL RANGE.
ADDITIONALLY, THE LEAD SHEET INCLUDES ESSENTIAL DETAILS SUCH AS TIME SIGNATURE, TEMPO, AND FORM, WHICH ARE

ORIGINS AND COMPOSITION

ORIGINALLY COMPOSED BY BRONISPP] AW KAPER WITH LYRICS BY NED W ASHINGTON, “ON GREEN DOLPHIN STREET” DEBUTED IN
THE 1947 FILM OF THE SAME NAME. |T GAINED POPULARITY WITHIN THE JAZZ IDIOM DUE TO ITS DISTINCTIVE HARMONIC
PROGRESSION AND MODAL SHIFTS. THE TUNE HAS BECOME A STANDARD REPERTOIRE PIECE FOR JAZZ MUSICIANS WORLDW/IDE. THE
LEAD SHEET ENCAPSULATES THE MELODIC AND HARMONIC ESSENCE, ENABLING PERFORMERS TO MAINTAIN THE SONG’S
CHARACTERISTIC MOOD AND SWING FEEL. IN THE KEY OF EB, THE LEAD SHEET ADAPTS THESE ELEMENTS TO FIT THE TRANSPOSING
INSTRUMENTS, FACILITATING EFFECTIVE REHEARSAL AND PERFORMANCE.

LeaD SHEeT COMPONENTS

THE LEAD SHEET INCLUDES SEVERAL CRITICAL COMPONENTS:

e MELODY: THE PRIMARY THEMATIC MATERIAL PRESENTED IN STANDARD NOTATION.



o CHORD SYMBOLS: INDICATIONS OF THE HARMONIC FRAMEWORK USING LETTER NAMES AND EXTENSIONS.
¢ FORM AND REPEATS: STRUCTURAL MARKERS OUTLINING THE SONG SECTIONS AND REPEATS.

® RHYTHMIC INDICATIONS: TEMPO MARKINGS AND SOMETIMES SUGGESTED GROOVES.

MusiCAL STRUCTURE AND HARMONIC ANALYSIS

"ON GREEN DOLPHIN STREET” FEATURES A UNIQUE STRUCTURE THAT BLENDS ELEMENTS OF BOTH AABA AND MODAL JAZZ
FORMS. THE LEAD SHEET IN EB CLEARLY OUTLINES THE 32-BAR FORM, DIVIDED INTO SECTIONS THAT OFFER RICH HARMONIC
MOVEMENT. ANALYZING THE HARMONIC PROGRESSIONS REVEALS COMMON JAZZ PATTERNS AND OPPORTUNITIES FOR CREATIVE
IMPROVISATION. UNDERSTANDING THESE STRUCTURES IS VITAL FOR MUSICIANS SEEKING TO CAPTURE THE TUNE’S SOPHISTICATED
YET ACCESSIBLE SOUND.

FoOrM AND SECTIONS

THE TUNE TYPICALLY FOLLOWS A 32-BAR AABA FORrRM:

o A SECTIONS: THESE FEATURE THE MAIN THEME WITH A SERIES OF II-V-| PROGRESSIONS AND KEY MODULATIONS.
* B SecTION (BRIDGE): THE BRIDGE PRESENTS CONTRASTING HARMONIES AND OFTEN MODULATES TO RELATED KEYS.

THE LEAD SHEET IN EB CLEARLY DEMARCATES THESE SECTIONS, ALLOWING PERFORMERS TO NAVIGATE THE FORM CONFIDENTLY
DURING REHEARSALS AND PERFORMANCES.

HARMONIC PROGRESSIONS

THE CHORD CHANGES IN “ON GREEN DOLPHIN STREET” ARE KNOWN FOR THEIR FLUIDITY AND INTERESTING VOICE LEADING.
COMMON PROGRESSIONS INCLUDE:

® [I-V-| SEQUENCES IN VARIOUS KEYS
® MODAL INTERCHANGE CHORDS
® SECONDARY DOMINANTS AND DIMINISHED PASSING CHORDS

THESE HARMONIC ELEMENTS CONTRIBUTE TO THE TUNE’S DISTINCTIVE SOUND AND OFFER AMPLE OPPORTUNITIES FOR HARMONIC
EXPLORATION AND IMPROVISATION.

IMPORTANCE OF THE KEY OF EB FOR MUSICIANS

THE KEY OF EB IS PARTICULARLY SIGNIFICANT FOR CERTAIN INSTRUMENTALISTS, ESPECIALLY THOSE WHO PLAY TRANSPOSING
INSTRUMENTS SUCH AS THE ALTO SAXOPHONE, BARITONE SAXOPHONE, AND Ee TRUMPET. TRANSPOSING THE LEAD SHEET TO EB
ALLOWS THESE MUSICIANS TO READ THE MUSIC IN A COMFORTABLE RANGE WITHOUT NEEDING TO TRANSPOSE ON THE FLY. THIS
FACILITATES ACCURATE INTONATION, PHRASING, AND ENSEMBLE SYNCHRONIZATION.



TRANSPOSING INSTRUMENTS AND PRACTICALITY

INSTRUMENTS LIKE THE ALTO SAXOPHONE READ MUSIC WRITTEN IN EB, MEANING THAT WHEN A PLAYER SEES A WRITTEN C, IT
SOUNDS AS AN EB CONCERT PITCH. THEREFORE, HAVING THE “ON GREEN DOLPHIN STREET” LEAD SHEET IN EB IS ESSENTIAL FOR
THESE PLAYERS TO PERFORM WITH OTHER CONCERT-PITCH INSTRUMENTS SUCH AS THE PIANO OR TRUMPET. THIS REDUCES
CONFUSION AND ENSURES SMOOTH REHEARSALS AND PERFORMANCES.

BENEFITS FOR ENSEMBLE PLAYING

USING A LEAD SHEET IN THE APPROPRIATE KEY ENSURES THAT HORN PLAYERS CAN FOCUS ON EXPRESSION AND TECHNIQUE
RATHER THAN MENTAL TRANSPOSITION. |T ALSO ENHANCES COMMUNICATION WITHIN THE GROUP, AS PLAYERS CAN DISCUSS
CHORD CHANGES AND FORM WITHOUT AMBIGUITY. THE KEY OF EB LEAD SHEET IS A STANDARD RESOURCE IN JAZZ ENSEMBLES, BIG
BANDS, AND SMALL COMBOS FEATURING EB INSTRUMENTS.

PrACTICAL TIPS FOR USING THE LEAD SHEET

TO MAXIMIZE THE UTILITY OF THE “ON GREEN DOLPHIN STREET” LEAD SHEET IN EB, MUSICIANS SHOULD ADOPT SPECIFIC
STRATEGIES DURING PRACTICE AND PERFORMANCE. THIS INCLUDES FAMILIARIZING THEMSELVES WITH THE MELODY, UNDERST ANDING
CHORD SYMBOLS, AND INTERNALIZING THE SONG’S FORM. EFFICIENT USE OF THE LEAD SHEET CAN SIGNIFICANTLY IMPROVE
IMPROVISATION AND ENSEMBLE COHESION.

ReADING AND INTERPRETING CHORD SYMBOLS

CHORD SYMBOLS ON THE LEAD SHEET PROVIDE THE HARMONIC FRAMEWORK BUT OFTEN REQUIRE INTERPRETATION FOR STYLE AND
VOICING. MUSICIANS SHOULD:

* IDENTIFY CHORD QUALITIES (MAJOR, MINOR, DOMINANT, DIMINISHED)
* RECOGNIZE EXTENSIONS AND ALTERATIONS (9THs, 11THs, 13THs, 89, #11)

e UNDERSTAND COMMON SUBSTITUTIONS BASED ON THE PROGRESSION

MASTERING THESE ELEMENTS FOSTERS CONFIDENT CHORDAL ACCOMPANIMENT AND IMPROVISATION OVER THE TUNE.

MEMORIZATION AND FORM AW ARENESS

MEMORIZING THE MELODY AND CHORD CHANGES REDUCES RELIANCE ON THE LEAD SHEET DURING PERFORMANCE. AW ARENESS OF
THE FORM, INCLUDING REPEATS AND CODAS, ENSURES SMOOTH TRANSITIONS AND HELPS AVOID PERFORMANCE ERRORS. REGULAR
PRACTICE WITH THE LEAD SHEET IN EB PROMOTES FLUENCY AND EXPRESSIVE PLAYING.

CoMMoN CHORD SUBSTITUTIONS AND V ARIATIONS

JAZZ MUSICIANS OFTEN EMPLOY CHORD SUBSTITUTIONS TO ADD HARMONIC INTEREST AND PERSONAL EXPRESSION TO STANDARDS
LIkE “ON GREEN DOLPHIN STREET.” THE LEAD SHEET IN EB PROVIDES THE BASIC CHANGES, BUT UNDERSTANDING COMMON
SUBSTITUTIONS ENHANCES IMPROVISATIONAL POSSIBILITIES.



TYPICAL SUBSTITUTIONS

SOME WELL-KNOWN SUBSTITUTIONS APPLICABLE TO THE TUNE INCLUDE:
® TRITONE SUBSTITUTION: REPLACING DOMINANT CHORDS WITH A DOMINANT CHORD A TRITONE AWAY.
o PAssING CHORDS: INCORPORATING DIMINISHED OR CHROMATIC PASSING CHORDS BETWEEN DIATONIC HARMONIES.
* MODAL INTERCHANGE: BORROWING CHORDS FROM PARALLEL MODES TO ENRICH HARMONIC COLOR.

THESE SUBSTITUTIONS CAN BE APPLIED SELECTIVELY TO MAINTAIN THE TUNE’S RECOGNIZABLE CHARACTER WHILE OFFERING FRESH
HARMONIC PERSPECTIVES.

APPLYING V ARIATIONS IN PERFORMANCE

PERFORMERS SHOULD EXPERIMENT WITH SUBSTITUTIONS DURING REHEARSALS, ANALYZING THEIR EFFECT ON MELODIC LINES AND
OVERALL MOOD. THE LEAD SHEET IN EB ACTS AS A RELIABLE REFERENCE POINT, ENSURING THAT VARIATIONS REMAIN COHERENT
WITHIN THE SONG’S STRUCTURE. SKILLED USE OF SUBSTITUTIONS CONTRIBUTES TO DYNAMIC AND ENGAGING PERFORMANCES.

IMPROVISATION STRATEGIES ON “ON GREEN DOLPHIN STREET”

IMPROVISATION OVER THE “ON GREEN DOLPHIN STREET” LEAD SHEET IN Eg REQUIRES A SOLID GRASP OF THE TUNE’S HARMONIC
LANGUAGE AND RHYTHMIC FEEL. EFFECTIVE SOLOISTS LEVERAGE THE LEAD SHEET’S CHORD SYMBOLS AND FORM TO CRAFT
COMPELLING MELODIC LINES AND RHYTHMIC VARIATIONS. THIS SECTION OUTLINES APPROACHES TO DEVELOPING IMPROVISATION
SKILLS TAILORED TO THIS JAZZ STANDARD.

ScALE AND MobEe CHOICES

IMPROVISERS ANALYZE CHORD CHANGES TO SELECT APPROPRIATE SCALES AND MODES. FOR EXAMPLE:
e USE MIXOLYDIAN MODES OVER DOMINANT CHORDS
e ApPLY DORIAN OR AEOLIAN MODES OVER MINOR CHORDS
® EXPLORE ALTERED SCALES AND DIMINISHED PATTERNS OVER ALTERED DOMINANTS

THESE CHOICES ENABLE PLAYERS TO CREATE MELODIC INTEREST WHILE ADHERING TO THE HARMONIC CONTEXT PROVIDED BY THE
LEAD SHEET.

MoTIvic DEVELOPMENT AND PHRASING

SUCCESSFUL IMPROVISATION INVOLVES DEVELOPING MOTIFS AND PHRASES THAT RELATE TO THE MELODY AND CHORD CHANGES.
PLAYERS SHOULD:

® EMPHASIZE CHORD TONES ON STRONG BEATS
e USE RHYTHMIC VARIATION TO MAINTAIN LISTENER INTEREST

® |NCORPORATE CALL-AND-RESPONSE PATTERNS WITHIN SOLOS



THE LEAD SHEET IN EB SERVES AS A GUIDE FOR IDENTIFYING KEY MELODIC ELEMENTS TO REFERENCE DURING IMPROVISATION.

PrRACTICE TECHNIQUES

TO ENHANCE IMPROVISATIONAL SKILLS OVER “ON GREEN DOLPHIN STREET,” MUSICIANS MIGHT EMPLOY:

1. SLOW PRACTICE WITH A METRONOME TO INTERNALIZE CHORD CHANGES
2. TRANSCRIBING SOLOS FROM NOTABLE RECORDINGS OF THE TUNE

3. PLAYING ALONG WITH BACKING TRACKS IN EB TO SIMULATE PERFORMANCE CONDITIONS

CONSISTENT PRACTICE USING THE LEAD SHEET ENSURES READINESS FOR LIVE PERFORMANCE AND CREATIVE EXPRESSION.
