Filled with rarely seen art from international forerunners such as Dave
Stevens, Jordi Bennet, Frank Thorne, Tom of Finland, Ralf K$nig, and Milo Manara,Erotic Comics 2is
perfect for fans of adult comics, art history, and erotic illustration. As Alan Moore urges in his
foreword: Absorb the contents of this book, and do so shamelessly.
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
