Stafford’s controversial profile elicited mixed reviews—Newsweek praised it as a
“masterpiece of character study,” while Time called it “the most abrasively unpleasant book in
recent years”—and angry readers accused her of seeking to “enthrone a wicked woman” and
“demolish the sacred throne of motherhood.” It captures a moment in history when the trauma of
Dallas was still raw, Lee Harvey Oswald’s guilt was widely accepted, and Marguerite Oswald, with
her obsessive “research” into hidden “truths” and the machinations of an omnipresent “they,”
appeared to be a singular prisoner of maternal delusion, and not a harbinger of the decades to come.
