The three essays are
weighted equally, and the total weight of the free-response section is fifty-five percent of the total
score. The multiple-choice section accounts for forty-five percent of the total score. Each year the
overall grades may fluctuate because the grading scale depends upon the performance of students in
past AP administrations. The following method of scoring, along with the corresponding chart, will
give you an approximation of your score.
