Drawing on writers as diverse as Hannah Arendt, Walter Lippmann, Philip K. Dick, and Jonathan
Swift, she dissects this strategy, straight out of the authoritarian playbook, and shows how the
Trump team mastered it, down to the five types of tweets that Trump uses to distort our notions of
what’s real and what’s not. And she offers hope. There is meaningful action, a time-tested treatment
for moral panic. And there is also the inevitable reckoning. History tells us we can count on it. Brief
and bracing, The Trouble with Reality shows exactly why so many of us didn’t see it coming, and
how we can recover both our belief in reality—and our sanity.
